So Jesus said to them, “Come ye
yourselves apart into a desert place, and
rest a while.” (Mark 6:31/KJV).

It’s comforting to know that in our
efforts to be Christ’s disciples, along with
denying ourselves and taking up our crosses
daily, periods of rest are also called for.
That was as good news to me as learning
when | was young that the school day would
include recesses, as well as class periods.
The trouble is that as we get older we begin
to think that recesses are not for us
anymore. After all, didn’t they take them
out of the school day about the time we got
into high school?
